LICENSE RENEWAL PROGRAM

x % - Each year, USA Cycling coaches are required to expand and deepen their coaching knowledge
through continuing education. Continuing education is measured in Continuing Education
Units (CEUSs). Each CEU is equivalent to about 1 hour of continuing education time. CEUs can
be earned through online courses, in-person or online events, through mentorship, and other
programs pre-approved by USA Cycling. CEUs earned in excess of the annual requirement
do not roll over to the next year.

Annual License Renewal
